Seismic Performance and Design
Requirements for High-Rise Buildings

In recent years there has been a resurgence of high-rise construction in all of the
major cities along the West Coast. Unlike previous high-rise booms, most of the
new and proposed tall buildings are for residential or mixed use rather than just
containing offices. Concrete construction is often favored, and many of the new
high-rises use concrete core-wall construction that does not use moment frames
in the seismic-force-resisting system.

For buildings over 240 feet tall, such systems are approved by the building author-
ity using Seismic Peer Review, under the provisions of the building code that per-
mit alternative systems, materials, or methods. In this review process, the engi-
neer of record is required to demonstrate that the building provides at least equiva-

In Memoriam

Phacees *

Thomas L. Cook, Structural Engineer, one of the
earliest members of our Association in San Diego,
died on October 12, 2006.

Tom was born on November 16, 1925 in Rockwood,
Tenn. to Rev. Dr. and Mrs. Leland Cook and raised
in Kinston, N.C. The family moved to San Diego and
Tom attended San Diego High School where he
played varsity basketball before graduating in 1943.
He worked for a short time with the Forestry Dept.
before enlisting in the Army Air Corps where he was
commissioned and served as a bomber navigator.
After the war he attended the University of Texas
graduating with a degree in Civil Engineering. Re-
turning to San Diego he was hired by John Ruskin,
who at that time was one of only 3 Licensed Struc-
tural Engineers in San Diego County. Those who
were working closely with the structural profession
had formed a mostly social group called “Friends

of the Structural Engineer”. As several became licensed, this became “The San Diego Society of Struc-
tural Engineers. Tom took the S.E. exam in 1960, and he was licensed in Jan. of 1961. The
group joined the Structural Engineers Association of Calif. in 1968 as the San Diego Chapter and Tom
served as one of the early presidents.

Tom was an outstanding engineer and a partner in the firm of Ruskin and Cook, Structural Engineers.
They worked for many prominent architects designing important civic structures. As John Ruskin neared
retirement age, both he and Tom joined Ferver Engineering Co. where Tom was made a Vice President
and handled the firm’s architectural business. He soon became proficient with marine facilities which was
the Ferver firm’s specialty. He was involved in projects at the Naval Station, and the Submarine Base
involving Navy Ships as well as Calif. coastal projects such as fishing piers. One of his last projects was
repair of the Ocean Beach Fishing Pier which had suffered storm and aging damage.

Tom was a highly respected and competent structural engineer, but that doesn't tell about Tom’s most
important quality. He was the most honest, sincere, and easy to get along with man you've ever met. He
was a major factor in the success of the Ferver firm according to its principals. All who knew him liked him
immensely.

He was preceded in death by his beloved wife Muriel who died in 1999. They were married for 44 years,
and are survived by their children, Tom, Nancy and Libby. Tom will be greatly missed; he was a credit to
our profession, and a good friend.
